 In todayôs gospel, Jesus meets a woman at a 
well, and asks for some water. Simple enough, but, 
there is always a but. The well once belonged to Jacob 
a founder of Israel. It was now in disputed land,     
controlled by a group of people the Jews hatedð
Samaritans. The Samaritans were hated for a number 
of reasons. They were part of Israel, however, over 
time, they inter-married with neighbors who were not 
Jews. Further, the Jews had destroyed their place of 
worship in an earlier war. And the Jews believed them 
to be worshipers of a false God, practicing a false   
religion. The waters were muddied long ago and there 
was little hope of getting things on the right track. We 
see similar realities in the relationship with Palestini-
ans at the present time. Still, here he is at this well and 
he is thirsty, so asks her for a drink. She has the   
bucket, she is the one who can get the water outð
would she share with him a drink?  
 The thirst theme here is about far more than a 
parched mouth. Jesus is thirsting for reconciliation 
among peoplesðnot someðall peoples. Remember 
this is Johnôs gospel otherwise known as the ógospel 
of love.ô Time and again in John, Jesus calls us to 
ólove one another.ô The story is told of the community 
that gathered around John after Jesus died; they had 
become sick and tired of him preaching the same  
message over and overé.love one another. So they 
asked one day, ñDid Jesus teach anything else         
important other than that?ò ñYes,ò he responded, 
ñlove one another as I have loved you.ò Johnôs      
message throughout the text, beginning with the      
famous 3:16é óGod so love the worldéô revolves 
around Jesusô call to love. Here at this well, with this 
woman of a foreign group, hated by his fellow Jews, 

he lives out the call to love. Turns out she is five times 
married. Notice the text makes no mention of him  
telling her she broke these laws or needs to do this or 
that to straighten out her life. Jesus quenches her thirst 
for acceptance, for forgiveness, and indeed for love. 
Perhaps the mention of those failed marriages is a 
message of one searching for love without success. 
Meeting Jesus at that well she finds real love in      
acceptance and forgiveness.   
 Many of our brothers and sisters thirst in our 
midst today. We have neighbors thirsting for           
acceptance in our midst. The recent bomb threats at 
the Jewish Community Center and vandalism at the 
Stone Rd. Jewish Cemetery join a long line of         
incidents and horrors that our brothers and sisters have 
experienced. This past week, a mid-west politician 
posted a tweet suggesting that persons other that 
white, American-born, threatened to dilute the 
strength of our country. He got lots of immediate push 
back, but reflects a thinking that separates, divides and 
demonizes, entirely contrary to Jesus and our most 
basic faith values. One can hardly imagine Jesus  
meeting such persons and reacting any differently than 
He did with this ówoman at the wellô in Samaria. Jesus 
calls us to just such love and embrace, and if like that 
ancient community we are tempted to deflect it by 
askingðwere there other important things he taught? 
Well, yesðLove One Another as I have Loved You.
