WEEDS OR WHEAT 

 Todayôs Gospel continues where last week left off. 
Last week Jesus told the parable of the sower and the seeds 
that fell on the path, the rocks, among thorns, and finally 
on good soil. Matthew follows those images with another 
parableðthis time of an enemy who sabotages the field 
with weeds sown among the wheat. Not all weeds are    
created equal. Some are truly troublesome. I recall a weed 
that got into my vegetable garden when I was in Newark. It 
was invasive in the extreme. I dug it out roots and all, time 
and again, to no avail. I took it to the local field agent only 
to be told that no poison or other treatment was effective, 
just live with it. Then there are the dandelions. Many of us 
invest lots of money in treatments to keep our lawn free of 
the little yellow flowers. But, have you ever had dandelion 
wine? I will never forget my first sip, wonderful!! I have 
good friends who scour the field for burdocks each year 
which they peel and flour, fry and serve, ócardoonsôð
fabulous. All weeds are not created equal. The land owner 
tells the workers today to leave the field alone and do the 
separating at the harvest. The message here is that God will 
do the separating. God will make the final judgement on 
which weeds are beyond it, like that one in my Newark 
garden, and others that with time, investment and patience 
become a fine wine or luscious addition to the dinner plate.  
Godôs work in our lives, like the seed buried below the 
ground, is so mysterious and often beyond our perception.

On the weekend of August 5 & 6, we will be hosting 
Fr. Simonraj Savarimuthu of the Archdiocese of 
Madras-Mylapore (India) as part of the Diocesan  
Mission Cooperative Appeal. A special collection will 
be taken up for this mission diocese. 
  
Madras Archdiocese, established in 1952 has its  
cathedral basilica built upon the mortal relics of 
Churchôs first Missionary St. Thomas, one of the  
apostles of Jesus. 
  
In this area where 96 percent of the population is non-
Christians (Hindu & Muslim), the Archdiocese is  
engaged in indirect evangelization through various 
Mission works. 1530 Women religious, 124 lay  
Catechists, 163 Diocesan Priests along with 268  
religious Priests are involved in sowing the seeds of 
Faith and revealing Christôs presence through several 
socio, religious, educational and Family apostolates. 
Currently, we have a population of 12 million people 
out of which 420 thousand are Catholics. 
  
With the Mission Cooperation Appeal monies, the 
Archdiocese will try to build 12 small Mission chapels, 
in the most backward region of the Archdiocese 
(Thiruvalluar district/County) for families to meet  
every weekend and worship God.
