STORMS AND STEPS 

     Fierce storms blow around us often, sometimes it 
seems too often. The disciples are in one in todayôs 
Gospel and the Prophet Elijah as well. Elijah has just 
before this brought the wrath of Queen Jezebel down 
upon himself by both showing up and slaying the 
prophets of her God Baal. Jezebel had married the 
King of Israel and brought her religious practice with 
her. Elijah confronted her prophets, challenged them 
and they lost, badly. Jezebel sends assassins after him 
in her anger. Todayôs reading finds him hiding in a 
cave, where God comes to him. There is an  
earthquake and a great storm (remember the howling 
winds of that storm last March) worse than that. 
Rocks are crushed, mountains come apart, but God is 
not in either the quake or the storm. Then fire, and 
God is not in the fire. Finally the sound of complete 
quiet. Elijah bows, knowing that in this stillness, God 
is there for him protecting him from quakes, fires, 
storms and angry mobs seeking revenge. 
     The disciples are in a storm at sea. Jesus is in His 
own kind of storm. Just before this Sundayôs reading 
was the murder of John the Baptist, his cousin.  
Seeking refuge in prayer, He was intercepted by a 
great crowd whom He fed in the multiplication of the 
loaves. Then He sends the disciples out to sea and He 
climbs up a mountain seeking time alone. From His 
perch He could have seen the storm and the boat 
tossed back and forth by the waves. He could have 
hung His head, saying there is just no peace.   
     We too, in our lives, often way over-committed, 
scheduled and crowded with responsibilities, can ask: 
Is there any peace, any room for peace? Jesus sees 

them tossed on the waves and He comes to them. This 
incident is recounted in Matthew, Mark and Luke. It 
stands as an icon, a reminder of Godôs love for us. It 
reminds us that in our own turmoil and storm Jesus is 
coming toward us. Jesus is seeking us out. When He 
gets close, Peter sees Him and wants to come out on 
the water. Jesus simply responds: ñCome.ò Come,  
Jesus invites Peter, and he does. Problem is that not 
two steps onto the waves and Peter gets scared. How 
familiar is that. Can I do this? Will this change my 
life? What will this cost me? So many anxieties often 
hold us back. Starting to sink, Jesus grabs him and 
helps Peter back into the boat. Jesus grabs us. Helps 
us back up on feet and invites us to come. It is such a 
simple invitation: Come. Jesus is always inviting us 
into relationship. If you are willing to step out try 
this...
